FAITH HEALING:   Who touched my garments? Asked Christ.  It must have seemed a strange question to his disciples since plenty of people were crowding round him and brushing his garments.  But Our Lord had a particular touch of faith in mind.   This was a touch that drew power out of him and brought about healing.  The Gospel gives the impression that for a moment, Jesus was somehow drained of energy.  Certainly, it was a demonstration of the immense power of faith.  So powerful indeed is it that it raises people from the grave.  He touched a little dead child, took her by the hand and once again power is released from him because of the faith of the child’s father.  On a former occasion we are told that he could not work many miracles in his hometown of Nazareth because of the lack of faith of the people there.  Faith creates an opening for the power of God to enter.  It is the open sesame to death’s door.  Our Lord said: Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears my word and believes in him who sent me, has eternal life.  Thus, faith contains the power of resurrection.  It resurrected to new life the daughter of Jairus, a sign that it will raise all of us who believe in Christ from death to eternal life.  Faith thus transforms what was ugly and corrupting into a beauty and a glory beyond imagining.

	There are those, who, like the people in the room of the dead child, laugh at Christ’s words and refuse to believe them.  They refuse to accept that our life here compared with the future is only like a sleep from which one day we will be wakened by the touch of Christ to enjoy eternal bliss.  For them this is only an old wife’s tale.  Death, they think, is a dead end.  The only life is the one they enjoy here and now.   We must be like Peter, James and John who stayed to witness the power of Christ and increased their love and faith in him because of it.

[bookmark: _Hlk41989013]Imposition of restrictions concerning Churches:  From Friday, 12th February, an unlimited number of people can attend Mass, provided that the one person per 2 metre square rule is observed.  However, our Church will only hold at least eighty according to this regulation, any overflow would have to be accommodated in the Marion Hall where the Mass can be viewed on the TV monitor.  Because of the easing of the restrictions, the Archbishop has lifted the dispensation from our Sunday Mass obligation.  Parishioners are once again obliged to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of obligation when this is reasonably possible.  Those of great age, have health conditions or are otherwise anxious about the risks of Covid19 are free to remain at home and find another way of keeping the Sabbath holy. 





There is still the requirement of taking names and contact details of attendees.  The use of a QR code is recommended for those with iPhones or smart phones.  The NSW Services app would need to be install on your phone to access the code.  The first time you use the code, it will ask you to provide your name and contact number.  It will then send you a code to enter with your details and the app will then be active.  It is then used every time you attend Mass, or when and where you visit other venues that have a QR code registration system in place.
	The wearing of masks is no longer mandatory, but strongly recommended where social distancing is not possible. 
Parishioners who elect to attend Mass during the pandemic should consider the safety of other parishioners by staying away if they are unwell, and if so, getting tested and self-isolating while awaiting the results.  It is also advisable that parishioners only attend Mass in their own parish and not move from parish to parish.
Confessions are available before the 5 pm Vigil Mass (4 pm to 4.45 pm).
